List of state bridges that are weight limited and restricted to legal weight or specific over-dimension permit weight
tables. Bridges on this list are restricted in some manner for all different vehicle types and combinations, which can
include:

e Combinations of vehicles - Truck-tractor semitrailer; truck and trailer; log truck and pole trailer; doubles;
heavy-haul combinations with jeeps, and/or boosters.

e Specialized Hauling Vehicles (SHVs) - Closely-spaced multi-axle single unit trucks and are short wheel-
based, with legal axle weights. Short wheel-based vehicles result in higher load weight concentrated over
shorter distance. Rules mandate that Oregon post these Federal Formula B bridges.

Examples of SHVs include dump trucks; construction vehicles; solid waste trucks and other hauling trucks.
“SU” followed by a specific number means a solo vehicle with that specific number of axles.
Weight restrictions of this type are reflected in tons (calculate GVW X 2,000 Ibs. per ton).

e Other Federal Formula B vehicle types and combinations - Type 3, which means 3 axle solo vehicle trucks;
Type 3S2, which means truck tractor/semi-trailer combinations, regardless of number of axles; and Type 3-3
which means a truck and trailer combination, regardless of number of axles.

Weight restrictions of this type are reflected in tons (calculate GVW X 2,000 Ibs. per ton).

e See the separate Emergency Vehicle (EV) Bridge List for emergency response vehicles (trucks designed to
be used specifically under emergency conditions such as firefighting apparatus).

Certified Flaggers are required when directed to stop traffic. Number and placement of certified flaggers and signs
must be in compliance with the most current Oregon Temporary Traffic Control Handbook (OTTCH):
